Daily Starters/Journals: We will have a journal
or starter every day, in your notebook. You should
start this as soon as you come in to class.

Late Work: Late work is not acceptable, however,
if you do have a difficult situation where you need
to turn something in late, you may turn it in one
day late, but your assignment loses 25% of the
points.

Quality Work: All work you turn in should have
the proper heading and be clean, not ripped, and
not full of other marks. If they don’t follow this then
you will have them returned with a Q in Power
Grade. You have one day to fix it and turn it in
again for credit, after that it will be a 0. Papers
turned in without a name will get -25% and
placed in the No Name folder.

Absences: For any excused absence, you have
three days to make up what you missed.

Tardies: Don’t be tardy! You will lose your
participation points for the day.
